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A very rare description of Franz Toselowski's trip around the world. His reports on the culture in Japan, where he stayed for two
years, are particularly valuable. Toselowski was sent to Tokyo as a teacher from Berlin to work at the predecessor schools of the
Imperial University of Tokyo. At around the same time as Rein's expedition and numerous trips to Japan, many Prussian teachers
came to Japan in the 1870s and helped lay the foundations for a modern Japan. Toselowski was one of these teachers, whose
report has now been almost forgotten.

Nicolas Trigault (1577-1628) was a Dutch missionary who was sent to the Jesuit mission in China in 1610. In China, he worked as
a missionary and pastor in Nanjing, Hangzhou and, above all, in the capital Beijing. In 1613, he returned to Europe via India,
Persia and Egypt, arriving in Rome in October 1614. Equipped with a well-stocked library and a variety of the most modern
mathematical instruments, Trigault assembled a group of 22 Jesuits at the turn of 1617/18, who set off from Lisbon for China in
mid-April 1618. The group included Adam Schall von Bell, Johannes Schreck and Wenzel Pantaleon Kirwitzer, among others.
Before departure, Trigault persuaded Claudio Acquaviva, his order's general, to separate China from Japan in terms of order
policy and establish it as an independent order province, with Trigault as its procurator. In July 1619, they reached Macao. From
there, they founded the missions in Henan and Kaifeng, among others. Wherever possible, Trigault tried to employ local clergy
in his missionary work. With the help of a converted Chinese man, he published the first Chinese version of Aesop's Fables in
1625. On 14 November 1628, Nicolas Trigault died in Hangzhou at the age of 51; he had taken his own life. (Wikipedia).
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
